• Pass the Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT)
• Pass the Air Force ROTC Physical Fitness Assessment
• Have at least a 2.5 cumulative college GPA 
• Meet all physical examination requirements 
• Not already be a contracted scholarship recipient 
• Meet the age, moral and other scholarship eligibility   
requirements for Air Force ROTC 

High School Students– Air Force ROTC offers 4 and 5 
year scholarships on a competitive basis to high school 
seniors or graduates who have not enrolled in college 
full-time. Apply on-line at www.afrotc.comprior to  
December 1 of your Senior year.  Apply Early!

In-College Students– Air Force ROTC offers up to 3.5 
year scholarships to students already attending college.

QUALIFICATIONS: To commission as an Air Force officer via
AFROTC a candidate must meet the following requirements:
• Be a United States citizen 
• Pass the Air Force Officer Qualifying Test, see www.afrotc.uncc.edu 
• Pass the  Physical Fitness Assessment, see www.afrotc.uncc.edu 
• Complete ROTC field training
• Complete at least a 4-year college degree
• Have a minimum 2.0 Cumulative GPA
• Meet age, moral, weight & medical requirements, see www.afrotc.com

ENROLLMENT: To enroll in Air Force  ROTC as a freshman 
or sophomore, you only need to register for the Air Force ROTC class 
with your regular courses. Simply register for AERO1101 (class and lab)
and you’ve begun the journey.  If you register at a UNCC consortium 
school, contact us for the cross-town forms to get registered.
