Administrative Session:  TSgt Richardson and TSgt Guffey will conduct an initial administrative session 
which will consist of paperwork, and height and weight measurements.   
 
 Ensure you bring the originals of the following documents and copies, if possible. 
  

__ 1. Bring your birth certificate  
__ 2. Social security card 
__ 3. Males only; selective service registration card/web printout (instead of the card, you can 

obtain a printout of your Selective Service Registration Number at the following web site:  
https://www4.sss.gov/regver/verification1.asp.  Simply scroll down the page, near the end, and 
enter your last name, your social security number, and your date of birth.  Then click on “submit” 
for your SSRN.  Please print out that report (instead of simply writing it down.) 

__ 4. Provide a copy of your SAT or ACT test scores (student copy is fine) www.collegeboard.com  
__ 5. Prior active military service members provide a copy of DD Form 214 (copy 4). 
__ 6. Former Junior ROTC or CAP members, please provide copies of documents that reflect your 

period of active membership as well as any awards or recognition received or completion 
certificates.   

__ 7. Bring any documentation of any civil involvements (incidents of being cited, detained, or 
arrested) by school, military or civilian (police) authorities (i.e. speeding tickets, MIP etc.) 

__ 8. Bring transcripts of all completed college work that will (or you will attempt to) complete 
toward your undergraduate degree, prior to joining AFROTC.  Unofficial versions and copies are 
okay.  If, you are establishing that you have completed a degree, provide an official transcript. 

__ 9. Complete the Sports Physical, except scholarship recipients (see page 4) 
__ 10. Register for Class (if you have not already done so) 
__ 11. Schedule an Air Force Officer Qualification Test (AFOQT) Date with Capt Thigpen 
__ 12. Scholarship recipients schedule DLAB with Capt Thigpen 
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Registering for your Air Force ROTC Course:  You need to register for the Air Force ROTC course and 
laboratory as appropriate for your academic status at your university.  Here is a list of the classes and labs 
offered for Fall 2009.

* If you have only three years remaining in college sign up for both classes or sign up for the sophomore class. 
 
For those attending a school other than UNC-Charlotte – We have cross-town agreement forms that you will need 
to complete (see page 6-7).  This form applies to the 22 Charlotte area consortium colleges and universities.  This 
allows you to take UNC-Charlotte Air Force ROTC courses at no additional charge (for full-time students).  Fill out 
your information and use the information for the class.  Remember to register for both the class and lab.  Take the 
completed form to your registrar on campus.  Once they approve it (with the necessary signatures) bring the form to the 
UNC-Charlotte Registrar in the King Building for their signatures.  Financially, you will only deal with your home 
school.  This form also ensures your Air Force ROTC grades appear on your home school transcript. 
 
Parking  During the orientation, students and guests may park in any of the non-gated parking lots (yellow, orange, or 
blue on map; please do not park in handicapped spots.)  There are visitor-parking decks in two locations on the eastern 
portion of the campus.  Once classes start, parking is not free!  UNC-Charlotte students should obtain parking 
permits (704-687-4285) and park according to university guidelines.  Cross-town students must purchase a temporary 
or day pass and park according to university guidelines.  Cross-town students must provide their own transportation.  
 
Housing  Air Force ROTC does not have a designated dorm or any other housing.  Some cadets choose to room 
together.  A word of caution for all students:  regardless who your roommate is, remember that you may be held 
accountable for their inappropriate actions.  If you suspect that your roommate is involved in any illegal or 
inappropriate activities, we encourage you to address the situation immediately.   
 
Air Force Officer Qualifying Test (AFOQT) ?  You will need to take the AFOQT during the Fall 2009 semester.  We 
will provide more details about the AFOQT once you get started.  It is important to prepare for this test. This test is 
similar to the SAT for comparison purposes. You must pass the verbal and math portion. Also if you desire to become 
a pilot/navigator you must pass the pilot/navigator portion. Come to my office if you desire to sign-out a study guide. 
 
Sports Physical – You need to have the sports physical completed (pages 4 and 5) before the first class if possible, you 
can have it completed at the student health center. You will not be allowed to participate in Physical Fitness Training 
until the form is completed, signed and returned to the Air Force ROTC Staff. 
 
Physical Fitness Assessment (PFA) – The PFA will likely be administered about a month into the semester. 
 
If desired, you can make an appointment with TSgt Richardson or TSgt Guffey to complete the paperwork prior to the 
New Student Orientation.  You can contact them at lricha45@uncc.edu or  maguffey@uncc.edu to setup an 
appointment. 
 
Classes – You must be a full-time student to be an Air Force Officer Candidate (12 hrs), but consider taking 15 hours 
in case you need to withdraw from a class, perhaps because you are struggling with it or don’t understand the 
professor. It may save your GPA. The last day to withdraw from a class is 2 Nov.

For purposes of the following six questions, “dismissed, suspended, or placed on probation, or otherwise subject to any 
disciplinary sanction” excludes any disciplinary action that was due solely to academic performance.
